
I will begin this year by thanking the Investment Committee, whose experience, knowledge, and continued
stewardship of our portfolio allow us to maximize the impact of your donations. At fiscal year-end, the
Investment Committee, together with our Trustees, oversaw a total asset base of $758 million.

We are proud to offer you an investment strategy that emphasizes higher return asset classes and diversification
to minimize risk. Our approach uses a blend of traditional and alternative strategies broadly diversified across a
variety of investment styles, which are implemented with both actively managed and index approaches.

Our Investment Committee, comprised of experts in their fields, meets regularly to identify and analyze the
key decisions pertaining to the funds, as well as to monitor the performance of the Foundation’s managers.
They actively seek managers and funds well-known for their investment achievements and vision.

This year, we further enhanced our strategy of protecting the long-term assets through diversification.To this
end, we added two funds of hedge funds and two enhanced index strategies.

The portfolio’s investments returned $106 million to the Foundation this year and earned a return of 19.9%,
which was once again in excess of our benchmark. Over time, the portfolio has achieved the following goals:

1. rolling three-year performance exceeding benchmarks;
2. solid performance compared to benchmarks in up markets and down;
3. lower volatility than the benchmark; and
4. results in excess of other community foundations’ (2nd decile for fiscal 2004; top quartile for three years
ending June 2004).

In order to meet the individual needs of each donor, we continue to offer the option of socially responsible
funds for donor advisors.

Grantmaking and community impact are the core mission of the Foundation. Our ability to protect and grow
our assets builds on our ability to address critical issues in the region.

I would like to acknowledge our Chief Financial Officer, Monica Pressley, and the Finance staff of the
Foundation for their continued dedication and passion, as well as our investment advisor Mike Miller and his
colleagues at Colonial Consulting for their expertise. Again, and never enough, thank you to the members of
our Investment Committee for their invaluable contributions to our community.

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REPORT OF MANAGEMENT

The San Francisco Foundation management is responsible for the preparation of the following condensed

financial statements. The condensed financial statements have been excerpted from the Foundation’s audit-

ed financial statements as of and for the years ended June 30, 2003 and 2004. The financial statements for

2003 were audited by Deloitte & Touche LLP, and the financial statements for 2004 were audited by Hood

& Strong LLP. Both audit firms reported that the statements are fairly represented, in conformity with

accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America. Their reports and copies of the

complete audited financial statements are available upon request.

The Board of Trustees of The San Francisco Foundation consists entirely of independent appointees. The

Budget and Audit Committee, a subcommittee of the Board, is responsible for appointment, compensa-

tion, and oversight of the audit work performed by LLP. The Foundation did not engage these firms to

perform any management advisory services during the years presented. The Chief Executive Officer and

the Chief Financial Officer confirm that the information contained in the condensed financial statements

fairly presents, in all material respects, the financial position and results of activities of the Foundation for

the years ended June 30, 2003 and 2004.

Management maintains a framework of internal controls designed to help ensure the accuracy and integrity 

of the Foundation’s financial data, compliance with donor restrictions and instructions, and proper safe-

guarding of assets. This framework includes policies, procedures, and organizational structures, all of

which are overseen by the Board.

The internal control structure of the Foundation includes policies that reflect the Foundation’s dedication

to high standards of integrity and ethics. Written policy statements cover, among other subjects, the confi-

dentiality of the Foundation’s donors and potentially conflicting outside interests of employees and Board

members. Foundation policy prohibits the disclosure of information concerning donors, prospective

donors, grant applicants, or grantees to third parties, except as is required by law or is approved by

donors or the CEO. Annually, employees and Board members are required to file a statement with man-

agement documenting affiliations with current or potential grantee organizations. Employees or Board

members who have affiliations with grantee organizations are precluded from any input on decisions

regarding financial support of those organizations.

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How to Give

At The San Francisco Foundation, philanthropy is dynamic
and evolving – reflecting the changing needs of communi-
ties and the vision of people who are building their own
philanthropic traditions through us, generation after gener-
ation. We invite you to build your own tradition with us
and become a part of history.

DONORS MAY SELECT AMONG THE FOLLOWING OPTIONS:

CURRENT GIVING 

DONOR ADVISED FUNDS enable individuals or families to play
an active role in charitable giving. Donors may recommend
grants to preferred nonprofit organizations, with the
Foundation having final authority for all distributions.

DESIGNATED FUNDS ensure that donors can support named
charitable organizations in perpetuity. Because the
Foundation is a permanent entity, the charitable intent of the
donor will always be protected.

THE COMMUNITY ACTION FUND allows donors to see their char-
itable dollars put to work immediately and effectively. Gifts
to this fund, which are used to address urgent community
needs, will be invested as grants in local organizations within
one year.

FIELD OF INTEREST FUNDS provide a way for donors to support
directly the six programmatic areas that focus the work of
the Foundation. Donors can help build an endowment
and/or address urgent community needs. In addition to the
Fund for Artists, there are field of interest funds in the areas
of environment, social justice, community health, education,
and affordable housing. These funds will make timely grants
to organizations whose critical needs compel the
Foundation’s attention. The funds also assure donors with
particular areas of concern that their gifts are focused for
greatest impact.

ACORN FUNDS are donor advised funds in progress.
Contributions are made over a five-year period to achieve
the $10,000 threshold necessary for grantmaking. During
this five-year period Acorn donors are provided with all the
benefits and offerings of the Foundation. A $50 annual fee is
charged to maintain an Acorn Fund.

CREATING A LEGACY

Planned Charitable Solutions reward donors during their
lifetimes while enabling them to contribute to the future of
communities they care about. Options include bequests,
charitable remainder trusts, and charitable gift annuities.

UNRESTRICTED FUNDS provide the most flexibility; they enable
the Foundation to respond to emerging community needs.
Funds may carry the donor or family name in perpetuity.

RESTRICTED FUNDS are established by donors to reflect their
personal charitable interests. Grants may be delineated by a
geographic area, specific population, or interest.

Any gift to the Foundation can be acknowledged as a memo-
rial gift. A permanent fund may also be established in honor
of a family member or friend.

SERVICES TO THE NONPROFIT COMMUNITY

ONE ORGANIZATION FUNDS are prudent and affordable invest-
ment options for nonprofits serving the Bay Area. By part-
nering its assets with the Foundation’s, the donor organiza-
tion receives investment expertise and stability and benefits
from economies of scale. A one percent fee is assessed annu-
ally for One Organization Funds.

AGENCY ENDOWMENT FUNDS enable nonprofit agencies to take
advantage of the Foundation’s considerable assets and sophisticated
investment strategy to build their own endowment.

OTHER SERVICES

CORPORATE CHARITABLE GIFTS PROGRAM. We help companies
meet philanthropic goals while saving them the cost of in-
house management. In years when profits are high, a corpora-
tion can donate funds to the Foundation to be distributed in
future years. Some businesses have established permanent
endowments at the Foundation to support long-term projects.

OPTIONS FOR PRIVATE FOUNDATIONS. We provide many services
to private foundations, including full management. For con-
venience and tax savings some donors transfer some or all of
their foundations’ assets to The San Francisco Foundation.
These assets become a permanent named endowment fund.

ADVANTAGES FOR DONORS

PROFESSIONAL MANAGEMENT. The Foundation provides careful
stewardship of your assets to ensure high performance, lasting
impact, and preservation of principal. Our institutional man-
agers are monitored regularly by an independent investment
review committee, as well as by Trustees and staff.

TAX ADVANTAGES. Because of our tax status as a public charity,
gifts to the Foundation qualify for maximum tax deductibility.

GRANTMAKING. The Program and Donor Services staff of the
Foundation carefully research all grants and provide thought-
ful and independent analysis and administration. We welcome
all Foundation donors to call upon us for help with charita-
ble giving.

PUBLIC ACCOUNTABILITY. Our work is publicized yearly in our
annual report. An independent audit is performed annually.

1. INITIAL APPLICATION – THE INTENT TO APPLY FORM

Submit the Foundation’s Intent to Apply form, outlining key
information about your organization, your grant request,
and the project.

2. ENCOURAGE/DISCOURAGE A PROPOSAL

Eight weeks after you submit your completed Intent to Apply
form, the Foundation will send you a letter either encouraging or
discouraging the submission of a full proposal.

If, based on your Intent to Apply form, we encourage a full 
proposal, you will receive an Encouraged Proposal form to com-
plete. The Intent to Apply form provided the narrative 
detail for your proposal; at this stage, you will be asked to submit
financial information, a list of board members, and other materi-
als. If encouraged, you will have four weeks to return your 
completed Encouraged Proposal form. The form and companion
booklet, in addition to being mailed to you, are available online at
www.sff.org/ grantmaking/apply.html or by calling
415.733.8500.

3. PROPOSAL REVIEW AND SITE VISITS

The Foundation will talk with your organization and others
and/or conduct site visits to further understand the project 
and organization. The Program Officers will then recommend
proposals to the Board of Trustees, who approve or decline all 
grant recommendations.

4. NOTIFICATION AND FOLLOW UP

A Program Officer will notify you in writing three to four
months after the Foundation receives your proposal to inform 
you whether your proposal has been approved or declined 
by our Trustees.

If a grant to your organization is approved, your organization will
receive a grant agreement outlining the amount approved, the
activities to be undertaken, and the information to be included 
in reports to the Foundation. If your full proposal is declined, pro-
gram staff will send you a letter as well as contact you directly to
explain the Foundation's action and advise you on future application
efforts.

Our grantmaking begins at the ground level with the organizations that support, enliven, and inspire their communities.
We select grants in two ways: 1) through a competitive process, in which we invite proposals from the community, and 
2) through the recommendations and designations of donor advisors and trusts.

The Foundation welcomes applications for the competitive process at any time of year but has a biannual batch process 
for the majority of competitive grants. The following is an overview of the competitive grantmaking application process.

JUSTICE INITIATIVE GRANTS

The Environmental Health and Justice
Initiative makes grants to address key envi-
ronmental health and justice issues in the
most impacted communities. The initiative
supports multi-ethnic, community-led 
environmental health and justice coalitions.
